The studio has a changing room, podcast area and 
separate control room for producers and or clients to attend. All rooms sound proofed and 
acoustically treated. The studio is spacious & comfortable, with air con & fresh air circulation.

Video pods via a Thunderbolt 3/4 
or USB 3 C SSD drive with at least 150 gig available, to be supplied by the client on the day of 
recording. Isolated sound WAV files at 48kHz, 24bit. Isolated video at H.264 1080p for all 
cameras. A DaVinci Resolve project is provided, so one can finesse/tweak the live edit quickly. 
All files are synced by time of day timecode, so all camera angles & sound files will be 
perfectly synced when editing. Blackmagic RAW (BRAW) files recorded for relinking for 
finishing in Ultra HD (4K or 6K) at additional cost & prior arrangement.
